Community Development Block Grant
(C.D.B.G.) is a program that is federally
funded by the U.S. Department of Housing
and Urban Development (H.U.D.). It

is a flexible program that provides
communities with resources to address their
unique needs.

According to H.U.D, "the CDBG program
works to ensure decent affordable
housing, to provide services to the most
vulnerable in our communities, and to
create jobs through the expansion and
retention of businesses.

C.D.B.G program allows townships, cities
and counties to focus funding where it is
most needed.

The C.D.B.G. program is operated by
the township's Office of Developmental
Services.

You can use C.D.B.G. funding for home
improvements and rehabilitation projects.

This is an interest free loan. You are

required to pay it back, but only when you
refinance or sell your home.

To receive C.D.B.G funding, applicants
must be income eligible. This means that
household income must be below the
median family income. Funding amounts
will vary by project and income bracket.

Mortgage information, household income
and other financial documents are
required to receive fundin?. (See
application for more deatils).

To apply for C.D.B.G. funding pick up an
application from the Developmental
Services Department at Township Hall.
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The C.D.B.G. program was enacted by
President Ford in 1974 through the housing
and Community Development Act.

C.D.B.G.is one of H.U.D.'s longest
continuously run programs.

Van Buren Township first received C.D.B.G.
funding in 1975 through Wayne County's
C.D.B.G. Due to Van Buren Township's
small population size, it cannot directly
receive funding from H.U.D., and must be
allocated through Wayne County.
